The Stimulus Package From Washington
Jones Champions Job Creation For Youth and Unempited In Urban Communities

It has been said that when the country catches a ctal, Urban America catches pneumonia. Today the country is facing a
severe recession that is affecting every corner otthe economy and every sector of our population. As in past times of eco-
nomic hardship, the under employed and under educated in our urban centers are hit the hardest. Two prescriptions in the
past that helped the workers through similar diffi cult times was the WPA (Work Progress Administratiopduring the
Roosevelt Administration in 1935 and CETA (Comprehensive Employment and Training Agdtduring the Nixon Ad-
ministration in 1973.

The outgoing Bush Administration, as well as the in coming Obama Administration, have committed to some  sort of stimu-
lus package to address the failing economy. This $imulus package is targeting job creation through /nfrastructure invest-
ment, green-collar jobs, and targeted tax incentige Congress’ efforts are evolving, almost on a daily basis. What the
final package will look like is yet to be determine d. The U.S. Conference of Mayors identified severa potential areas where
infrastructure and green-collar investment can create

jobs and give American cities the boost needed to

stimulate the national economy again.

As City Council Chairman of the Transportation &
Public Utilites Committee, my focus will be to as-
sure that any stimulus package funding for Trans-
portation, the Water Department, the Electric Com-
pany, and the Gas Company will create jobs for
those individuals that have traditionally not been the
target of any recent federal, state, or city job ceation
programs.

| plan to hold public hearings that will be open to
the public. | will be meeting with my colleagues in
City Council, our state and federal elected officials,
local corporations, and union leaders. When we re-
place the water mains across the city, we should ako
replace the laterals that run from the mains to indi-
vidual houses. | am advocating that the gas and
electric companies make the necessary improve-
ments to individual homes to make them more en-
ergy efficient. | am calling for each of these projects
to target a significant portion of the new jobs cre-
ated, to those most in need, the displaced worker
and unemployed.

Above are three of those pending proposals.

'Y our elected offi-
cials, along with private industry and our unions, can come together to fashion strategies, proposalsprograms and legisla-
tion that will ensure a “living wage” for all our citizens.

L L63: Development for the 4th Distna

I'is an initiative designed by Councilman Curtis Jones Jr. to revitalize commercial corridors and to improve the housi ng stock
throughout the 4th District. The economic development an d neighborhood stabilization project has targeted Lancaster Ave, Lans-
downe Ave, and 63rd street (LL63), Market Street between60th-63rd Street, and Parkside Ave. and 54th Street from Qi Ave. to
Upland Way.

The Commerce Department has just completed the engineerirg design for 54th-63rd Lansdowne Avenue and 59 thru 63 and
Lancaster Avenue. The improvements, to be completed by December 2009, will include new signage for businesses, nevgide-
walks, pedestrian lighting, treescape, street furnitur e, and new trash receptacles. All new installations will be environmentally
friendly.

Key stakeholders in the LL63 development effort include Con gressman Brady, Congressman Fattah, State Senator Hughe$tate
Representative Louise Williams-Bishop, Councilwoman Bl ackwell, Philadelphia Commercial Development Corporatio n, Philadel-
phia City Planning Commission, St. Joseph's University, West Philadelphia Financial Service Institute, American Cities Foundation,
Carroll Park, Lancaster Ave. Redevelopment Corporation, Haddington/Cobbs Creek CDC, WAnnefield Residents’ Associ ation,
City Ave.

My L egslative Agenda for 2009

Fal 2008 has been a busy time for
Councilman Jones. Hearings on two
issues wital to the citys future were

held—one on the viability of creating

sustainable/green districts  ( Resolution
No. 080508)and the other (Resolution
No. 080735)on aging in place. Addi-

tionally, Councilman Jones proposed
cost-saving initiatives with the two

other freshman Council members, to
address the city budget crisis without

cutting vital services.

As a result of the hearings on sustain-
able/green districts and Aging in Place,

legislative proposals and reports are
being developed to implement the sug-
gestions and analyses of the expert wit-
nesses and community members who
testified at these hearings.

Councilman Jones aso honored the
work of two community groups who
were designated as “Classic Towns of
Greater Philadelphia@® Community
leaders from Manayunk and Over-
brook Farms were presented with a
City Council Resolution in October to
recognize their contribution to the
preservation and development of their
neighborhoods. In 2009 Councilman
Jones will present a resolution in con-

junction with Black History Month

honoring local legends Judge Doris
Smith-Ribner, Action News 6 Sports
Anchor Keith Russell, and business
leader Gerri H. Walker.

Other policy issues that Councilman
Jones raised during the fall session in-
Cluded:

Urging Congress to extend the ex-
piring Clean Energy Tax Incentives

Authorizing Councig Committee
on Commerce and Economic Develop-
ment to identify ways to strengthen eco-
nomic opportunities between Philadel-
phia and Israel and

Urging the Mayor to conduct an
independent study before eliminating
any fire engine or ladder companies.

Authorizing Council's Committee on
Transportation and Public Utilities in
anticipation of the incoming federal
administration's commitment to invest
in urban infrastructure building initia-
tives, to conduct an independent inves-
tigation of the Water Department so
that the city will be prepared to utilize
any additional funding streams in the
most efficient and strategic manner
(Resolution No. 080959).

On the 2009 agenda, in addition to the
ongoing budget challenges, will be hear-
ings in early February on the develop-
ment of community-based
‘Opportunities Courts’ These
courts could provide an alternative to
county jail time (under 23 months) that
would incorporate community service,
restorative justice, job training, counsel-
ing, and rehabilitation for non-violent
young or first-time offenders. This is
fiscally more prudent than jail, which
costs about $34,000 year, as opposed to
an dlternative diversionary program
which could cut costs by at least a third,
somewhere in the $17,000-$20,000

range.
